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In 1964, Congress passed the Civil Rights Act, which outlaws discrimination on the
basis of race, color, national origin, sex, or religion. Title VI of the Civil Rights Act states
programs that receive federal funding cannot discriminate for the aforementioned
reasons. As a recipient of federal funds, the Ocala Marion Transportation Planning
Organization (TPO) complies with the Civil Rights Act and is committed to ensuring
that the transportation planning process is open to all people in Marion County.
